A resident of Newport News,
Mr. Wilson was the author of
technical papers and reports,
including a 1962 article in Scien-
tific American that explained the
problem of sonic booms.

“Hack was just an excellent
manager of people and projects,”
said Robert Swain, who is now
Langley’s director for systems
engineering and operations.

Swain came to Langley in the
1950s and worked with Mr. Wil-
son for many years. Mr. Wilson
possessed technical expertise in a
wide range of fields, Swain said.

Mr. Wilson was also an expert
ocean sailor. Lloyd Noland Jr.,
chairman of The Noland Co., said

his most pleasant memories of
Wilson were the times they were
boating.

“He was a good, confident
sailor. I enjoyed sailing with him,”
Noland said.

When the two men met about
40 years ago, “the thing that
attracted me about him was that
he was an interesting, outgoing
person,” said Noland. “Anything
he did, he did well. He was a bril-
liant man.”

Mr. Wilson was born in Inver-
ness, Miss., and graduated from
Jackson Central High School in
Jackson, Miss. In 1930 he won
the state’s Thomas A. Edison
Scholarship contest and compet-
ed in the national competition at
Edison’s lab in New Jersey, where
he met Edison, Henry Ford and
Harvey Firestone.

He played leadership roles in
cultural and civic organizations,
including the Peninsula Orchestra
Association, the Peninsula United
Fund, the Peninsula Health Foun-
dation and the Peninsula Arts
Association. He was a member of
St. Andrew’s Episcopal Church,
the Hampton Roads German
Club and the James River Coun-
try Club.

Paul L. Coe Jr., of the 700 block
of Little Back River Road in Hamp-
ton was dead at the scene, said
Rebecca Feaster, a spokeswoman
for the State Police in Chesapeake.

The crash occurred just after 2
a.m. on westbound Interstate 64 at
the mouth of the Hampton Roads
Bridge-Tunnel. Coe had driven
through the tunnel from Norfolk.
When he emerged he swerved,
smashed into a guardrail and a con:-
crete barrier and was thrown from
the car.

control and hit the guardrail,” Feast-
er said Saturday. He was alone in

Donald K. “Deke” Slayton, an
original Mercury Seven astronaut
who waited 16 years to fly in space
before finally going up in the his-
toric 1975 U.S.-Soviet mission, died
of cancer Sunday. He was 69. -

Mr. Slayton died in his sleep at
his home in League City, near
Houston. His wife, Bobbie, was at
his side, said Howard Benedict,
executive director of the Mercury
Seven Foundation in Titusville, Fla.

Mr. Slayton was diagnosed as
having a brain tumor last year.

"Medical treatment forced the can-
cer into remission, but the disease
recently reappeared.

“We're all shook up about it,” fel-
low Mercury Seven astronaut Scott
Carpenter of Vail, Colo., said of Mr.
Slayton’s death. “There’s not much
else to say except to mourn the
passing of a dear, dear comrade.”

Another Mercury Seven astro-
naut, Walter “Wally” Schirra Jr. of
Rancho Santa Fe, Calif., said,
“We've lost a dear friend today. I
knew it was coming, and I'm going
to miss my brother. You know, we
competed with each other, but it
was always friendly, just like broth:
ers.”

Schirra, Virgil I. “Gus” Grissom

and Mr. Slayton all lived in the
Stoneybrook area of Newport News
from 1959 to 1962 while in training
at NASA, Langley.

Slayton was prevented from flying an
orbital mission in 1962 due to an

-irregular heartbeat. At age 51, he final-

ly flew, on a nine-day goodwill mis-
sion with the Soviets. NASA

Virginia Biggins, a Daily Press
staff writer, remembers Mr. Slay-
ton well from those days. “He was
the quietest of the seven Mercury
astronauts, but he had a sense of
humor.”

In 1978, he told Biggins that he
believed that “anyone who is men-

tally and physically capable and can

meet the job requirements should
fly the space shuttle.”

Mr. Slayton, a World War IT

combat pilot, was selected by NASA

even astronau

in 1959 as one of America’s seven
original astronauts, who formed the
basis years later of Tom Wolfe’s
book “The Right Stuff.”

He was assigned to the second
Project Mercury orbital mission in
1962 — the first went to John Glenn
— but was grounded by an irregu-
lar heartbeat. Carpenter flew

| - instead.

Mr. Slayton eventually overcame

~ his heart problem and was restored

to flight status in 1972. He made
his first and only space flight at age
o1 with two other Americans during
the Apollo-Soyuz mission. The
flight, in which U.S. and Soviet craft
linked in space in an unprecedent-
ed gesture of Cold War coopera-
tion, was the last Apollo flight. .
During the years Mr. Slayton
spent waiting for that moment, he
supervised NASA’s astronaut corps,

first as chief astronaut and then as

director of flight crew operations
during the Apollo moon missions.
He was in charge of choosing the
Apollo crews.

“He brought discipline to the
office and he earned the respect of
the astronauts. He was their men-

‘tor,” said Benedict, a former

aerospace writer for The Associat-
ed Press. Benedict has been writing
a book about the early days of the
Space program with Slayton and
Alan Shepard, the first American in
space.

Fred E. Weick, a former Lan-
gley Research Center engineer
who revolutionized aircraft

design, died in Vero Beach, Fla., " |

Thursday. He was 93.

“He really was in the league of
the Wright Brothers,” said James
Hansen, an associate professor
of history at Auburn University
and the official historian of the
NASA Langley Research Center.

Mr. Weick, who graduated
from the University of Illinois in
1922, worked at Langley from
.1925 to 1929 and returned to the
center from 1930 to 1936. During
those years he wrote a paper on
propeller design that remains the
definitive work on the subject.

~ “It’s still the bible, today,” said
Charles Drummond, who worked
as a design engineer at Langley
for 30 years. “Nobody’s been able
to improve on it.”

Mr. Weick also worked on the
NACA low-drag cowling, an
engine cover that drastically
improved airplane speed by
reducing the drag, or friction, the
plane created as it moved through
the air. Mr. Weick received the
Collier Trophy, the most presti-
gious award in aeronautics, for
his work on the cowling.

Mr. Weick also invented the

tricycle landing gear, the system
still used by modern airliners.

“Fred was the last of the great
Langley engmeers of that first
generation,” said Hansen.

Mr. Weick left what was then
the National Advisory Commit-
tee on Aeronautics in 1936 to
develop small planes he hoped
would compete with the automo-
bile as the nation’s primary mode
of transportation.

Mr. Weick designed a plane,

called the Ercoupe, that contained
an integrated control system he
invented. The plane had a steer-
ing wheel instead of the foot ped-
als found on most airplanes.-

From 1948 to 1957, Mr. Weick
worked as a professor of aero-
nautical engineering at Texas:
A&M University, where he spe-
cialized in designing planes and
equipment for crop dusters. In
1957 he moved to Vero Beach,
where he worked for Piper Air-

craft Corp. until 1969.

Mr. Weick learned to fly while
he was doing office work for the
airmail branch of the U.S. Postal
Service in Dixon, Ill. He received

_ half his pay in flying lessons.

He is survived by two sons,
Donald V. Weick of Camden,
S.C., and Richard F. Weick of
London, Ontario, Canada; one
daughter, Elizabeth J. Weick of |
