Pioneering NASA Langley test

pilot John P. "Jack" Reeder died
Sunday, leaving an aviation lega-
ey that spanned a half-century

The  Newport  News  resident
was 82.

MI: Reeder's extensive career
with NASA and the agency's pre-
decessor, the National Advisory
Committee for Aeronautics began
in 1938 and ended in 19cO.

Along the way,  he captained
inore than 235 airplanes, 61 heli-
copters and eight vertical takeoff
and landing aireraft.

During his tenure, Mr. Reeder
rose  from  junior  aeronautical
engineer  at the  full-scale  wind
tunnel,  to test pilot, to head of
flight operations and chief test
pilot, to assistant chief of flight
mechanics and technology

Mr. Reeder was born May 27,
1916,   in   Houghton,   Mich.   He
became  interested  in  flying  in
1923whenhesawhisfirstaircraft,
a World War I Curtiss flying boat.

By high school, he knew exact-
ly what he wanted to be when he
grew uP.``| knew I wanted to be a test

pilot since I was in loth grade," he
recalled in a 1990 interview.

MI Reeder studied aeronauti-
cal engineering at the University
of Michigan, and upon gradua-
tion in 1938, was hired by NACA.
He was assigned to the full-scale
windtunnelatLandeyandtl.ans-
ferred  to  the  Flight  Researeh
Division in 1942.

In his first year there, he flew
19 new aircraft,  nine  of  which
were fighters. In 1951, he becalne
head  of ,Flight  Operations  and
chief test pflot. in 1958 Mr: Reeder
became  assistant  chief  of  the
Fli8htMechanicsand'Pechnology
Division.

qualities  of  helicopters,  and  a
founding member of the Twirly
Birds.

Reeder's most important and
last contribution to aviation may
havebeenconvincingNASAman-
agement   to   pursue   advahced
transport operating systems that
identified, evaluated and demon-
strated systems and concepts to
enhance airport runway capacity
and  all-weather  flight.  He  was
instrumental,  Person  said,   in
Lan9ley's acquisition -of the 737"flying laboratory" that flew from
1974 until its decommissioning in
1997.

As part of that program, ML

Reeder led the team that won a
NASA     Group     Achievement
Award  for  demonstrating  the
capabflity of the microwave land-
ing system.  For his efforts, MI:
Reeder    received    the    NASA
Outstanding Leadership Medal.

During his 42-year career, Mr
Reeder wrote 75 technical papers
and ,reports,  was  a  member of
numerous aviation organizations
and received many other awards.

Mk Reeder  remained active in
aviation  until  the  early  1990s,
when he resigned as consultant to
two   congressional   committees
and the NASA Aerospace Safety
Advisory Panel.

Robert R. Gilruth, 86,
space program enginee~r

WASHINGTON
Robert R. Gilruth, a key engi-

neer in the American-manned
space program and the Apollo
moon missions, died Thursday.
He was 86 and had spent part of
his early career at NASA Lang-
ley in Hampton.

Gilruth, who had Alzheimer's
disease, died at a long-term care
facility in Charlottesville, the
National Aeronautics and Space
Administration reported.

Gilruth led research into rock-
et-powered aircraft in the 1940s
and 1950s. He helped develop a
rocket launch range at Wallops
Island.

When NASA was established
in 1958, Gilruth led a tealn at Lan-
gleythatcreatedthebasicdesign
for Project Mercury, the program
that put the first American in
space. They came up with the
conical, blunt-end space capsule,
qualifications for astronauts,
launch criteria and mission oper-
ation procedures.

Edwin Kilgore of Hampton
worked with Gilruth in the early
days of the Mercury program."Bob was a leader," said Kil-

gore, who at that time headed a
NASA engineering division that
supported Gilruth's team. "You
could see that from day one. Any
group of people he led, they pros-
pered."

People enjoyed working with
Gilruth, but he knew when to be
stern, Kilgore recalled."There were times when he
had to chastise some of the ear.ly
astronauts," he said. "They'd race
cars. They'd do everything. They
thought they were immortal."

Kilgore said it would not be
accurate to apply the term "rock-
et scientist" to Gi]ruth. ``He was a
rocket engineer," he said. "Sci-
entists dream things. Engineers
do them. "

In 1961, Gilruth became the
first director of  the Manned
Spacecraft Center, now the John-
son Space Center, in Houston.

During his 10 years as head of
the center, Gilruth directed 25
manned space flights, including
the first Mercury flight in 1961,
the first Apouo moon landing in

1969, and the dramatic rescue of
Apollo 13 in 1970.

Gilruth retired from NASA in
1973.

The  late  G.eorge Low,  who
served as director of  NASA's
manned space flight program,
once said of Gilruth: "There is no
question   that   without   Bob
Gilruth there would not have
been a Mercury, Gemini or an
Apollo program."

Daniel S. Goldin, the current
NASA administrator, said in a
statement about Gilruth: "His
courage to explore the unknown,
his insistence on fouowing strict
scientific procedures, and his
technical expertise directly con-
tributed to the ultimate success
of the Apollo program and the
landing of a man on the moon."

Gilruth was born in Nash-
wauk,   Minn.,   and   received
degrees from the University of
Minnesota. He later was award-
ed honorary doctorate degrees
from at least five universities.
Gilruth  is  enshrined  in  the
National Space Hall of Fame and
received   numerous   honors,
including the President's Award
for Distinguished Federal Service
and the prestigious Collier Tro-
phy from the National Aviation
Club.

Gi]rmth is survived by his wife,
Georgene Evans Gi]nlth of Char-
lottesville, a daughter and a step-
son.

The family plans no funeral or
memorial service.

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Dr. Gerald Soffen, leader
of Viking science team, dies

WASHINGTON,  D.C.
NASA scientist Dr. Gerald

Soffen, who led the Vlking sci-
ence team that performed the
first experiments on Mars, died
Wednesday at George Wash-
ington University Hospital in
Washington, D.C. He was 74.

Soffen served as project sci-
entist of the Viking Mars Pro-
ject while at NASA's Langley
Research Center in Hampton.
The   two    Viking   landers
reached the Martian surface
two months apart in 1976.

More recently, as a close
advisor to NASA Administra-
tor Daniel S. Goldin, Soffen
helped shape NASA's astrobi-
ology program - the study Of
life in the universe. Soffen also
was instrumental in the estab-
1ishment of the NASA Astro-
biology Institute dedicated to
studying the origin, evolution,
distribution and destiny of life
in the universe."Dr. Soffen brought a vision
and passion to space explo-
ration that was remarkable,"
said Goldin. "His pioneering
work on the Viking missions
paved the way for the creation
of  our  astrobiology  effort.
Gerly's lasting legacy to us is
he helped usher in a new era of
discoverythatwinbringanew
understandingoffundamental
life processes on Earth and
throu8houtouruniverse."

Twin      robot      landers,
launched in 1975, touched down
on the Red Planet a year later
-the first missions to perform
unmanned experiments on the
surface of the Planet. Soffen
was responsible for all of the
scientific investigations, direct-
ing the activities of more than
70scientiststhrou9htheuhited
States.

Later  at  Lahgley,  Soffen
served as th-e chief environ-
mental scientist, developing
theoretical models, laboratory
experiments,  ground-based

sensing by satellite."Space has lost one of its
true adherents," Dr. Jeremiah
F. Creedon, director of NASA
Langley, said of Soffen's death.`  Soffen had been planning
the 25th anniversary celebra-

NASA Langley senior manag-
er who wol.ked with Soffen on
the Mars mission and stayed in
touch over the years."But even then his empha-
Sis was not on the past but on
doing something to inspire and
excite the youth and the next
generation of young leaders
and scientists to carry on his
dream," Price said. "He cared
immensely about others and
never tired of pusuing his pas-
sion, the search for extrater-
restrial life and the under-
standing of our universe."

tor of Life Sciences at NASA
Headquarters in Washington,
where he directed programs to
ensure the medical and biolog-
ical well being Of space shuttle
astronauts and oversaw bio-
medical, space biology and exo-
biology prograns.

Soffen joined NASA's God-
dard Space Flight Center in

Greenbelt, Md., in 1983 where
hehelpedestablishtheMission
to Planet Earth program and
served as the project scientist
fortheEarthObservingSystem
at its beginning. Soffen formed
theuniversityprogramsoffice
at Goddard in 1990. In 1993, he
created the NASA Academy, a
summer institute of higher
learning to help guide future
leaders of the space program."Science and students were
his loves," said Goddard's direci
tor, AI V Diaz. "He was one of
the finest scientists I had had
the pleasure to wol.k with. He
was a brilliant researcher, but
whatmadeGerryreallyspecial
was his lifelong passion for
sharing  his  extraordinary
knowledge with young people.
The agency and the nation'win
continuetobenefltenormously
fromthetalentedyoungpeople
he has brought into the scien-
tific community "

Soffen  began  his  NASA
career more than 30 years ago
at the Jet Propulsion Labora-
tory, where he managed bio-
logical instrument develop-

Soffen was born in Cleve-
land, Ohio, on Feb. 7, 1926. He
received his Ph.D. in biology in
1961 from Princeton Universi-
ty He earned a master's of sci-
ence degree from the Universi-
ty of Southern California and a
bachelor's degree from the Uhi-
versity of California, I.os Angel
les.

He is survived by his wife,
Kazuko, and a sister, Nancy
Guy, who lives in California.
