Duberg’s many loves
reflected ‘life of mind’

Dr. John Edward Duberg —
former associate director of
Langley Field and instrumen-
tal in the development of the
particle accelerator at Jeffer-
son Laboratory — died Satur-
day, April 13, 2002, after a pro-
longed illness. He was 84.
Born on Nowv. 30, 1917, in
New York City, Dr. Duberg
graduated at 15 from DeWitt
Clinton High School. He
earned three engineering
degrees — bachelor’s from
Manhattan College, master’s
from Virginia Tech and doc-
torate from the University of
Illinois. He was a member of
Sigma Xi, Tau Beta Pi and Phi
Gamma Phi, all honor soci-
eties.
. An aeronautical engineer,
Dr. Duberg retired as associate
director of Langley Field. He
began work with the National

Advisory Committee on Aero-

nautics, the predecessor to
NASA, in 1943. He spent almost
his entire career at Langley
Field, initially working in the
Structures Division.

Later, as he held a series of
executive positions, he was liai-
son with various universities
and worked on special projects.
He was instrumental in the
development of the particle
accelerator that now forms the
core of the U.S. Department of
Energy’s Jefferson Laborato-
ry. He was a founder and, for
years, director of the Joint
Institute for Advancement of

Flight Sciences.

After retiring from Langley,
Dr. Duberg was a research pro-
fessor at George Washington
University. In the late 1950s, he
was a professor at the Univer-
sity of Illinois. He served on
advisory committees for the
National Academy of Sciences,
U.S. Department of Labor, Uni-
versity of Virginia and
Christopher Newport Univer-
sity.

He was a fellow of the
American Institute of Aero-
nautics and Astronautics. He
got ATAA’s DeFlorez Award
and was a fellow of the Amer-
ican Association for the
Advancement of Science, as
well as a member of the New
York Academy of Science and
the Virginia Academy of Sci-
ence.

Martin led the 750-person
nationwide team that was the
first to soft-land a U.S. space-
craft safely on the surface of
anether planet. The team.
launched Viking 1 and Viking
2, twin robot landers, in 1975.
The spacecraft touched down on
Mars a year later. 1

“This country has lost one of
the major contributors to the
U.S. space program,” said Jere-
‘miah F Creedon, director of
NASA's Langley Research Cén-
ter: “Jim Martin’s strong man-
agement of Project Viking
‘ensured that one of NASA’s

-most complex and difficult

assignments was also one of the
agency’s ' most successful
endeavors.” . '
-The Viking project laid the
groundwork for more recent
successful NASA efforts, like
Pathfinder and Mars Global
Surveyor, and Mars Odyssey
that launched in April 2001.
‘Martin joined NASA's Lang-
ley-Research Center in Septem-
ber 1964 as assistant project
manager for Lunar Orbiter The
five successful Lunar Orbiter
missions provided significant
new information about the
Moon’s surface and a wealth of
photographic detail. In recog-
nition of his contribution to
this project, Martin was award-
ed the NASA Exceptional Ser-
vice Medal in 1967.
Martin was born on June 21,

' 1920 in Washington, D.C. He -

earned a bachelor’s degree in
aeronautical engineering from
the University of Michigan in

Huckins, 59, longtime
top manager for NASA

Earle K. Huckins IIl — a
Newport News native whoas a
top manager at NASA head-
quarters in Washington over-
saw the successful launch of 25
space missions — died Monday
at his home in Centreville. He
was 59 and suffered from amy-
otrophic lateral sclerosis,
known as Lou Gehrig’s disease.

Mr. Huckins, who attended
Warwick High School, served
as deputy associate adminis-
trator for the Office of Space
Sc}ence at NASA headquarters
from February 1996 until
November 2001, when he
resigned because of declining
health. In that position he was
responsible for the executive
direction of NASA’s space sci-
ence flight program, including
the Hubble Space Telescope
and the Chandra X-ray Tele-
scope missions, and planetary
missions including the Mars
Pathfinder, Mars Global Sur-
veyor, Mars Odyssey, the
Galileo mission to Jupiter and
the Cassini mission to Saturn.

Just prior to his resignation,
he led the initial efforts to
restructure the Mars Program
and helped the agency recover
from two failed missions.

In 2001, the Jet Propulsion
Laboratory in Pasadena, Calif,
named an asteroid in his honor.

Huckins began his career
with NASA in 1962 as a student
trainee at NASA Langley
Research Center in Hampton.

He specialized in the field of
spacecraft dynamics, stability
and control.

He held various manage-
ment positions at Langley dur-
ing his career. In 1986, he
accepted a temporary assign-
ment at NASA Headquarters
as a technical assistant, then
permanently transferred to
headquarters in 1988 as direc-
tor of the Strategic Plans and
Programs Division in the
Office of Space Station.

. He received a bachelor of
science degree in aerospace
engineering from Virginia

Robert “Bob” Apgar

Champine, pioneer supersonic
test pilot, died on Dec. 17, 2003,
the 100th Anniversary of
Manned Flight, surrounded by
his loving family.

Mr. Champine, who was
inducted into the Virginia Avi-
ation Hall ¢f Fame in 1979 and
was named an Elder Statesman
of Aviation in 2002, was born
on March 6, 1921, in St. Paul,
Minn., to Robert Claus and
Helen Apgar Claus.

His fascination with air-
planes began in his childhood.
He grew up about a mile from
the Minneapolis airport and
would ride his bike over to
watch the planes and began
building model airplanes, a
hobby he continued all of his
life.

Mr. Champine graduated
from the University of Min-
nesota with a degree in aero-
nautical engineering in 1943
and was commissioned an
ensign in the US. Navy where
he flew many World War II
fighter aircraft and remained
in the U.S. Naval Reserve for 22
years.

He was a test pilot with the
National Advisory Committee
for Aeronautics at Langley and
the National Aeronautics and
Space Administration from
December 1947 to 1979. He
began his career with the

NACA at the Langley Memori- "

al Aeronautical Laboratory in
Hampton. He transferred to the
NACA’s High-Speed Flight
Research Station at Muroc,
Calif,, in October 1948 where he
flight tested the Bell X-1, and
the Douglas D-558- (Skystreak)

and the Douglas D-558-1I (Sky-

rocket). :
,On Dec. 2, 1948, Mr
Champine became the sixth
man and the third civilian to
break the sound barrier. He
exceeded Mach 1 on NACA
flight 23, checking handling
quantities and pressure distri-
bution on the X-1 #2 after hav-
ing been dropped from the B-29
mother ship, above the Rogers
Dry Lake in California. On Aug.
4,1949, NACA flight 32, he again
exceeded Mach 1 performing

rolls, pullups, sideslips, and

checks of stabilizer effective-
ness. This was his 13th and last
flight on the X-1. He flew the
first NACA research flight on
the D-558-1 on April 22, 1949 and
the first NACA research flight
of the D-558-IT.on May 24, 1949,
beginning the supersonic
research program on these air-

‘craft on June 1, 1949.

In 1950, after two years in the
supersonic flight research pro-
gram, flying the hottest planes
in the world, Mr. Champine
returned to resume his career
at Langley, which had about 40-
50 planes in active flight
research, while Muroc research
flights were sparse, with a great
deal of time between flights due
to modifications to the research
aircraft and necessary data

-reduction and analysis. Flights

in Naval Reserve aircraft kept
him current. When Langley
beckoned, he returned and
became heavily involved with
humankind’s venture into the
unknown hazards of space
flight, the development of heli-
copter handling quantities and
capabilities, and extensive
research into V/TOL aircraft
(including the XC-1424).
During the mid- to late 1950s,
the NACA seriously began the
quest for flight into space, and

&

Mr. Champine traveled to the
Naval Air Development Cen-
ter’s centrifuge at Johnsville,
Pa., in order to determine pilot
tolerance to unknown “G”
forces and for performance
studies of orbital reentry accel-
eration. He “flew” many flights
in the centrifuge’s gondola,
strapped into his own form-fit-
ting couch, finally reaching the
level of 18Gs.

His flying career with the
Navy, the NACA, and NASA
covered 36 years from 1943-1979
and he flew as a private pilot for
56 years from 1939 until making
his last flight in a Fairchild PT-
19 in 1995.

Mr. Champine retired from
NASA Langley in January 1979
after working with the space
program to develop the concept
of space flight, flight simula-
tion, and the vehicles to achieve
a successful lunar landing. He
performed many flights with
the Rendezvous Docking Simu-
lator suspended high above the
hangar floor at Langley to per-
fect the docking and rendezvous
maneuvers of spacecraft that
are performed flawlessly by
today’s astronauts.




“Professionally, he was the
best test pilot we had,” said Joe
Stickle, who was head of the
Flight Division. “He paid atten-
tion to detail and was very pre-
cise. And personally, he was a
very fine person to work with.
He was the first one to volun-
teer, whether it was flying or
engineering, he never backed
away. I am sorry he left us.”

Mr Champine has test flown
over 155 different types of air-
craft, jets, V/TOLs, gliders, and
helicopters, with 11,300 hours
of flight time.

“His death is a severe loss to
all those who have been
acquainted with him,” said Bob
Stewart, longtime friend since
the ’50s.

“I loved him. He was the
kimdest, gentlest man and above
all, he was the most humble
person,” added special friend
and caretaker Marie Boyd.

He was preceded in death by
his son Daniel Robert
Champine and his former wife,
Dorothy Comstock Champine.

He is survived by his wife of
28 years, Gloria Rhoads
Champine; five children, Jef-
rey Paul (Candi) Champine;
