Robert A. Champine
Robert A. "Bob" Champine died on Dec.  17,

2003, the  100th anniversary of manned flight. He
was 82.

Champine spent 36 years as a pilot for the U.S.
Navy, NASA and its predecessor, the National
Advisory Committee for Aeronautics (NACA). He
flew more than  150 aircraft with  11,300 hours of

Champine

flight time. He also flew as a

private pilot for 56 years, mak-
ing his last flight in a Fairchild
PT-19 in  1995.

Champine was born on
March 6,1921, in St. Paul,
Minn. He graduated from the
University of Minnesota in  1943
with a degree in aeronautical

ineerin and wa

vehicles to achieve a successful lunar landing. He

performed many flights with the Rendezvous
Docking Simulator suspended high above the
hangar floor at Langley to perfect the docking and
rendezvous maneuvers of spacecraft that we see
being performed flawlessly by today's astronauts.

Champine was inducted in the Virginia Aviation
Hall of Fame in 1979 and was named an "Elder
Statesman of Aviation" in 2002.

He was preceded in death by his son, Daniel
Robert Champine, and his fomer wife, Dorothy
Comstock Champine. He is survived by his wife of
28 years, Gloria Rhoads Champine, five children,
three step-children, 24 grandchildren and nine
great-grandchildren.

He served as a pilot during
World Win 11 and remained in
the U.S. Naval Reserve for 22
years.

Champine began his NACA
career at Langley Memorial
Aeronautical Laboratory in
1947 but transferred one year

later to the High-Speed Flight Research Station at
Muroc, Calif., where he flight-tested the Bell X-1,
the Douglas D-558-I (Skystreak) and the Douglas
D-55 8-II (Skyrocket).

On Dec. 2,  1948, Champine became the sixth
man and the third civilian to break the sound barri-
er. He exceeded Mach  1  on NACA flight 23,
checking handling qualities and pressure distribu-
tion on the X-1 #2 after being dropped from the 8-
29 mother ship above the Rogers Dry Lake in
California.

On Aug. 4,  1949, NACA flight 32, he again
exceeded Mach  1, performing rolls, pull-ups,
sideslips and check of stabilizer effectiveness. This
was his  13th and last flight on the X-1. He flew the
first research flights on the D-558-I on April 22,
1949, and the first research flights of the D-558-II

at the age
of 93. Bullock, a native of Danielsville, Ga.,
worked as a mathematician for NASA, retiring in
1970 after 27 years of service.
