In 1949, he married and moved to
Virginia, where he began his career
at the National Advisory Committee
for   Aeronautics   -   NACA,   the
precursor to NASA. While at NASA
Langley Research Center in Hamp-
ton, Mr. Trimpi became an expert in
fluid dynamics, a branch of physics
that   exanines   how   liquids   and
gases move.

He  published  numerous  papers
and   was   credited   with   several
inventions. Among them: the expan-
sion tube/tunnel, which, at the time,
was  the  only  faculty  capable  pf`- -simulating conditions that a space-

craft encounters when returning to
Earth.

Mr. Trimpi's wol.k contributed to
all   of  NASA's   space   exploration
programs,   from   Mercury   to   the
space  shuttle.  He  received  numer-
ous awards, including the National
Ground  Testing  Award. from  the

American Institute of Aeronautics
and Astronautics.

Betty Joyner, a former co-worker,
said   Mr   Trimpi's   dedication   to
NASA was unparalleled. "He always
had his head down at his desk," she
said. "He was a dedicated engineer."

A former standout soccer player
at Cornen, Mr. Trimpi stayed active
at Langley, where he participated in
several athletic leagues.  ``Gosh, he
was a fierce competitor," said Don
Maglieri, a former NASA engineer
who   played   basketball   with   Mr.
Trimpi. "He was real tough under-
neath the basket."

Trimpi  continued  to   work  for
NASA   after   retiring . as_ _a___air:
tinguished  research  associate.  He
also founded his own company and
volunteered  for  numerous  Middle
Peninsula causes, including raising
money for the Gloucester-Mathews
Humane Society.
